We would like to take this opportunity to thank each and every one of the people who attended, sponsored, 
donated, or assisted in any way with the 4th Annual Lindsay Giacomelli Memorial Golf Tournament.

This 
amount will be donated to our primary recipient, the Alberta Children’s Hospital Foundation, in support of the 
Rotary / Flames House, http://www.childrenshospital.ab.ca/featurednews.html. A portion will also be donated to 
The Corps Bara Dance Theatre Ballet Company, and the Light Up Papua New Guinea Project in memory of 
Captain Nichola Goddard http://www.lutw.org. The total donation this year is based on the value of the fund 
during the past year. The 2009 donation will be based on the fund value during this coming year, and can be 
estimated to be approximately $7,500. 
 
The establishment of this fund provides our family extreme comfort in the knowledge that the fund will provide 
charitable donations to Calgary area causes forever, all in Lindsay’s name.  
 
This event will happen again in 2009 to coincide with Lindsay’s birthday of June 18. I hope you will join us again 
next year to celebrate and remember Lindsay at the 5th Annual Lindsay Giacomelli Memorial Golf Tournament.
